	Instruction Writing

An alien has come to visit planet Earth and never seen snow before. Help them by to build a snow man by writing a set of clear instructions.

Remember to add the heading - ‘How to Build a Snowman’.
Remember to include an introductions, list of equipment and number your steps,
Remember to add any visuals that my help.
	Character Profile
Create a character profile about your favourite character from a book. You might want to include their name, age, where they live, what they look like and what their likes and dislikes are.

Remember to write your information in sentences.
You could add an illustration with your character in it.
	Build Your Spelling Words

Using different household items i.e coins, lego, forks, etc build your spelling words.
If the weather allowws you could make your spelling words using natural objects such as snow, leaves, sticks and pebbles.
Take a photograph of each word that you make.

	Movie Analysis

Watch your favourite movie. Then write a summary about the main events, draw and label your favourite setting and draw and label your favourite character.

For an extra challenge, create your own character that could appear in the film.
	Spelling Raps
Can create a poem, song or rap that includes your spelling words. Are you able to rhyme some of your lines? Can you add some actions and movements?

Practise your song/poem/rap and then record this on your device.
	Reading Nook
Get some blankets and make yourself a cosy reading area so you can enjoy reading your book or listening to an audio book.

Record the books/pages you have read/listened to.


	Labels
Look at the labels on clothes.  Don’t just look at your own clothes. What information do they give?

Design a piece of clothing and create your own clothing label.
	Jokes

Can you make a joke book of good (and terrible) jokes?  
Think of a good name for you joke book and make a front cover.

Think of someone who you could give it to, to cheer them up.
	Book Review
Create a book review about a story you have read while you are at home.

Why should other people read it?

You can record your review as a video, write it down or phone a friend and tell them about it!

Maths and Numeracy
	Patterns
Have a look around your home. How many patterns can you see? Do you have tiles, wall paper or furniture that has patterns on it?
What shapes or colours can you see?
Make your own patterns using different 2D shapes. You could draw these or cut them out.
Count how many shapes you have used in your pattern.
	Directional Language

Create a simple obstacle course in your house/garden. Give an adult in your house clear instructions to complete the course.

For example – move forward 3 steps, turn to your right, step forward 2 more times.

Remember to use langauge such as – forwards, backwards, right, left, clockwise, anti-clockwise, above, behind, on top etc.
	Measurement
Estimate and measure the height of different people in your home using non-standard units.
 For example use spoons or shoes vertically to measure someone’s height.

Record your estimations and actual measurements. How close did you get?

	Times Tables

Choose a times table to practise. Write out the times table on paper and cut it up so you can use these calculations as questions.

	Board Games

If you don’t have a game like this, can you invent your own?

	Time Diary
Write a time diary for your day to show what you have done and what time you did it at.

Example

7.50am – Get out of bed

8.15am – Have breakfast

8.40am – Get dressed

You can record times digtally, draw an analogue clock picture or do both.
	Information Handling

Create a questionnaire and gather data about your family and/or friends about their favourite meals, snacks and drinks.
Present the results in a table and graph. 
	Shopping Fun
Help someone at home to plan a food shop. Ask an adult to give you a budget that you need to stick to. Can you make sure you have enough food on your list to feed your family breakfast, lunch, dinner and some snacks.

Remember to add up the costs as you go.
Can you work out the change you will get if you pay using £10 notes only?

Make a musical instrument with household items. Think about the materials that they are made from and the sounds they can make.

Collect some snow from outsides and put it into 3 different containers.

Add 1 teaspoon of salt to one of the containers. Add 1 teaspoon of sugar to one of the other containers. Do not add anything to the last container

What one melts the fastest? Why?

What one melted the slowest? Why?

	Baking
Look at different recipes with an adult. Decide on a meal or treat that you can make.
Collect the ingredients and utensils that you need. Follow the recipe carefully and make sure an adult help you when using any hot or sharp appliances.

Cook, bake and enjoy!
	Nature

Go for a walk with your adult at home. 
Collect different natural objects such as leaves or acorns. 

Try to make a self-portrait using these objects.
Take a photograph of what you have made.


	Quiz Night

Make up your own questions for a quiz night.
Think of different topics you might use – football, colours, food, famous singers.

Create 5 questions on each topic and see who can score the most points in your family.



	Weather forecasting

Watch the weather forecast on the T.V and pay attention to the symbols used. Make your own weather symbols and use them to record your own weather forecast. Remember to mention where you are, the temperature and what will happen over the next few days.
	Senses
Can you create an A-Z of things that you can see, hear, taste, smell or feel in your house?  Can you find something that begins with every letter in the alphabet?
