Literacy 

The children are working to improve their 

skills when reading aloud and are developing 

fluency, expression and decoding. They are 

also developing their knowledge of different 

types of questions. As a class they are 

learning which strategies to use to work out 

the meaning of an unfamiliar word. In Writing, 

they will be looking at descriptive writing, 

including character descriptions linked to our 

class novel; ‘How to Train Your Dragon’. We 

will then move onto writing suspense stories, 

using the model text of ‘The Manor House’ as 

a stimulus.  

Numeracy/Maths 

The class will continue with place value, 

number sequences, fractions/addition/ 

subtraction and multiplication/division 

where they will  be practising mental 

strategies for a variety of calculations 

and tackling problem solving questions 

using reasoning skills.  Numeracy will 

involve written work, practical activities, 

games and ICT.   In Maths, the children 

will be investigating probability.
