Primary 7 – Term 4

Health and Well Being
We will continue with our Building

P7T will
continue their role as Digital Leads
across the school while P7H will
progress their role as Play Pioneers
and will be instrumental in shaping
Newtongrange Primary School’s first
ever National Play Day at the end of
May.
