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Literacy & English


Writing- Imagined responses with a focus on uplevelling vocabulary to make writing more descriptive. Persuasive writing techniques will be covered and used to form pieces of writing such as speeches and letters. 


Reading & Grammar- class novel, comprehension tasks, library and Accelerated Reader. Focus on the structure of a sentence (revision of basics then developing more sophisticated structures etc.)


Spelling- Progressive spelling programme. Active spelling, common words and spelling tests.  


Handwriting- Cursive letter formation and joins.


Talking and Listening – Developing skills to persuade and recount

The Scottish Parliament


Learners to explore the Scottish Parliament, looking at the political parties, devolved powers and roles within the parliament. Democracy will be discussed with learners comparing Scotland (a democratic country) to another country (who are not democratic).
