HEAD LICE


As you know this is a recurring problem in schools, especially after a holiday period.  Please check your child’s hair EVERY WEEK.  Long hair MUST be tied back in school to prevent the spread of lice.  If your child does have head lice the whole family need to complete a course of treatment – this includes follow up treatment a week later to ensure that all eggs have been killed and any new lice are killed too.  We have a number of live cases in classes in school – your support and cooperation is essential to prevent head lice spreading throughout the class.
