In mime – try to do all the jobs that need done at home, wash the dishes, mop the floor, hoover the carpets, clean the windows, make the beds, do the ironing, wash the clothes, mend some clothes, dust and polish the furniture.
If we did not have machines to help us – all the work would be done by hand – try to do all the work again … by hand!

Sweet Shop

Find a space and curl up tight. On a slow count of 5 transform yourself into the shop assistant
Think about how you would use your face, your voice, and your body to become this character.
First pretend that the shop is not open to customers yet. There are lots of things to do – fill the jars of sweets, get the empty bags ready, make the shop window look nice for customers, put some money in the till, unpack the boxes of sweets you had delivered, make some of the sweets (toffee, fudge, tablet, chocolates) and put them on display.
Now, open the shop and serve your customers! 

What would happen if you ran out of sweets?

Remember to think about how you are feeling when you speak or move (sad, happy, angry, worried.) and let your voice and your actions match the emotion and suit the character.
